CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and complaining of left big toe pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had greasy food five days ago and after that following day he developed gout attack on the foot and went to the emergency room and he is feeling better now. He is able to walk without any pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable except for gout.
ALLERGIES: None.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: The patient has a COVID vaccination.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two children. The patient works in a factory. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Genital examination is unremarkable. The patient refused rectal examination.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant tenderness of the left big toe and the patient does not have any redness.
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
