LACAMERA, KENNETH
Mr. Lacamera is a 79-year-old gentleman who is up for certification for hospice care at home. He suffers from neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. He continues to decline with decreased weight, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition. He no longer responds to voice, only responds to deep pain, KPS score is 40%, total ADL dependent, bedbound, has a PEG tube in place, and requires his wife who is his primary caregiver to change him with bowel and bladder incontinence. He also requires to be turned every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony protuberances. The patient’s decline is to be expected rather quickly with Lewy body dementia. He is no longer able to take any food and he is at a high risk of developing UTI and aspiration pneumonia despite having the PEG in place. He continues to be hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
