MATLOCK, DONNA
Ms. Matlock is a 54-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient is O2 dependent, short of breath at rest, even with speaking; this has worsened since the past two weeks. She is now sleeping most of the day that is the only way she can be comfortable. KPS score has dropped to 40%. She stays in bed as well most of the day, requires change in her diaper, so she is incontinent of bowel and bladder, ADL dependent, eats very little, has lost 2.5 pounds just in the past week, has issues with constipation, sometimes she has issues with rectal bleeding because of hemorrhoids present.
She has anxiety which is controlled with medication. Her pain requires pain medications around the clock. She has been losing weight which is unavoidable and continues to do poorly, requires breathing treatments when she is awake and in distress which is just about anytime she is awake. She most likely has less than six months to live. She remains hospice appropriate and continues to show rather progressive decline with endstage COPD.
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
