The patient presents with irritation and slight matting of right eye. He states he got dark fluid in his right eye with some irritation and washed it out at work.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has diabetes on metformin and Trulicity. He states that fasting sugar is usually under 150 with an A1c of 6.1, following Dr. Creek. He is also having history of allergic rhinitis on Dupixent shot subQ 300 mg weekly for the past several months. He also takes Claritin. He has been getting shots for about a year, but has not been able to take them because he travels a lot at his work.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He also complains of sinusitis chronic, allergic rhinitis with slight irritation of the throat for the past two days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Inflammation and slight erythema of right eye. Otherwise, head, eyes, ears, nose and throat negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis, right eye, chemical by history and allergic rhinitis.
PLAN: Requesting prescription for gentamicin drops, given. Advised to use moist compresses several times a day and to follow up with primary doctor as needed.
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
