The patient complains of right ear pain for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He was seen here two weeks ago with respiratory infection, treated with amoxicillin for 10 days and also complains of pain in the right shoulder for the past two or three days with questionable injury at school.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ tenderness to the right external auricle of the ear. Slightly inflamed pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: 1+ tenderness right shoulder diffusely involving with painful range of motion without AC tenderness or evidence of clavicle fracture with full range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Strep screen performed which was negative. X-rays were obtained of the right shoulder without abnormality.
IMPRESSION: Strain right shoulder, right otitis externa, and questionable pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Ciprodex ear drops, to take over-the-counter NSAIDs with Rx for ibuprofen. Follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
