CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 75-year-old female who is referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 75-year-old female who initially saw Dr. Robert Green in 2019 and was found to have bundle branch block. She had required hip replacement which she underwent without complication. She then saw Dr. Sanders post surgery at which time a heart scan was recommended and performed. She stated that she did not have the result of the heart scan. However, the patient denies chest pain or shortness of breath. She does report rare palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Asthma.

3. Urinary incontinence.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left hip surgery in 2019 and right ankle in 2007. The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident in 1973 and required a rod to right femur.
MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 10 mg one daily, oxybutynin 5 mg one daily, Advair Diskus one inhalation b.i.d., albuterol p.r.n., and enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg daily. She is taking CoQ10, fish oil, vitamin D3, vitamin B12, and elderberry on a daily basis.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Parents had CVA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a prior smoker, quit in 1994. She has a distant history of marijuana use. She notes rare alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had night sweats.

Eyes: She further reports impaired vision and uses reading glasses.
Ears: She has had tinnitus.
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Neck: She reports stiffness.

Respiratory: She has cough, wheezing and exacerbation of asthma.

Cardiac: She has palpitations which occur at night.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.

Neurologic: She reports lightheadedness.

Remainder of review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a mild to moderately obese female who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/72, pulse 77, respiratory rate 20, height 64”, and weight 219.2 pounds.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 75 beats per minute. There is a left bundle branch block.
IMPRESSION:
1. Asthma.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Abnormal EKG.

4. Hypertension.
PLAN: Losartan 50 mg p.o. daily. CBC, chem-20, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, and lipid panel. Review old records. Follow up in three months.
