CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 57-year-old Hispanic male referred for preoperative evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 57-year-old male with a history of left foot injury dating February 2019. At that time, he was involved in a forklift accident resulting in left ankle injury. He initially underwent surgery per Dr. _______. Of note, he was initially seen at Kaiser and he was felt to have a left talus unspecified type fracture for which he was placed in a CAM boot. As noted, he underwent surgery. However, the patient stated that he continued with problems. It was subsequently felt that he required additional surgery. He has continued with pain which he described as at times dull and sharp, typically rated 3/10 subjectively. It is worsened with walking. Pain appears to radiate from his heels to the toes. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left foot surgery as noted.
MEDICATIONS: He stated that he is currently taking no medications. 
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: He states that his uncles all died of cancer and diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/80, pulse 72, respiratory rate 16, height 63”, and weight 181.6 pounds.

Musculoskeletal: The left foot demonstrates tenderness on plantar flexion, eversion and inversion.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 59 beats per minute. There is low limb lead voltage. ECG otherwise is unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 57-year-old Spanish speaking male who is seen preoperatively. He had sustained a left foot injury. The patient is now felt to require additional surgical intervention. He is felt to be medically stable for his procedure. He is cleared for the same.
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
