DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old African American female that is followed in the practice because of a kidney transplant. The kidney transplant was done in Tampa General Hospital in June 2019 that was a cadaveric kidney transplant that has been with excellent kidney function. In the latest laboratory workup that we have on 05/21/2024, serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 13, the estimated GFR is 56 and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 60 mg/g of creatinine. The patient has CKD stage IIIA. The proteinuria that was present before has been under control.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus. The patient has been following the diet. She has lost 7 pounds and she had a hemoglobin A1c reported at 6.6%. The urinalysis is completely normal.

3. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Hypomagnesemia on supplementation.

5. Hyperuricemia that is under control.
6. The kidney donor was hepatitis C positive. The patient was treated and she has been negative.

7. Arterial hypertension that is under control.
8. The tacrolimus level was reported as 6.3. The patient is in stable condition. We are going to reevaluate her in three months.
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
