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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old African American female that is followed in the practice because of the CKD IIIA. The laboratory workup shows that the patient remains with a serum creatinine that is 1.3, the BUN is 20 and the estimated GFR is 42. The patient had during the last determination an estimated GFR of 45 and I think is oscillating in that neighborhood. There was a protein-to-creatinine ratio that was 74 and albumin-to-creatinine ratio that is 11. This patient does not have proteinuria related to this chronic kidney disease.

2. Diabetes mellitus. Fasting was 114 and the hemoglobin A1c in April 2024 was 7.5%. The patient is followed by endocrinology for those purposes.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Peripheral neuropathy.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

6. Mixed hyperlipidemia that is under control. This patient has a cholesterol of 130, triglycerides 102, HDL 24, and LDL is 87.

7. A remote history of carcinoma of the breast and currently she is followed by an ophthalmologist for macular edema that is bilateral. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
