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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 86-year-old white female that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The most likely situation is some nephrosclerosis associated to hypertension, hyperlipidemia, diabetes and aging process. The patient was in the hospital in February with pneumonia and she had some lactic acidosis, but she has recovered ever since; however, we noticed in the blood work that the serum creatinine increased to 1.29, BUN is 18 and the estimated GFR that used to be 57 went down to 41. Probably, this is associated to the process that happened in the past and then she is on the way of recovery. The patient does not have significant proteinuria.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The hemoglobin A1c reported on 05/22/2024 is 6.2%.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Hypertension that is under control.

5. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that has been asymptomatic.

6. Hyperuricemia that is also under control and the patient takes vitamin B12. We will reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup. There is nothing acute to attend at this point.
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
