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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 60-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of kidney stones. The patient had primary hyperparathyroidism and parathyroidectomy was done and the patient has been taking metolazone in order to increase the reabsorption of calcium. The patient has been asymptomatic. The ultrasound of the abdomen that included the kidneys in the report showed microcalcifications versus the possibility of nephrocalcinosis. No evidence of obstructing stones and no evidence of specific stones were reported. We are going to continue with the same approach for the time being.

2. This patient has gout with evidence of hyperuricemia that has been treated with the administration of Uloric. He recently had a gouty attack that was treated with the administration of colchicine successfully.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Hypertension that is under control. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
