Andra Sigler was seen in the office recently for followup of hypothyroidism.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism in pregnancy.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.125 mg daily and prenatal vitamins.

On this visit, she was 22 weeks gestation and felt well overall and only complaint of occasional sciatic pain on the right side.

General review is otherwise unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 98/64 and weight 178 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid gland was about 1.5 times normal size unchanged previously.

Recent thyroid function test are satisfactory with a TSH of 1.05, free T4 0.77, and free T3 2.9.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis end of the second trimester of pregnancy.

I recommend no changes to her current levothyroxine program and will see her back in followup about seven weeks after her delivery.
