CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for diabetes mellitus and his fasting blood sugar is ranging from 150-170 mg/dL.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that fasting blood sugars are high but better than before and he is on Trulicity 1.5 mg injection weekly.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
