CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for lung disorder and right knee pain along with injury in the scalp and followup after CT scan.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right knee, which was bothering him two weeks ago it has been much better now and he is on meloxicam 7.5 mg once a day, but he stopped it for past four days. The patient is able to walk better now.
The patient has injury to the scalp when he was getting up nearby cabinet and hit his scalp. There is no active bleeding and wound is completely healed. There is no pain at this time.

The patient also came today as a followup after CT scan of the lungs and showed no significant abnormality with a small nodule which needs a followup and also it showed small hiatal hernia and the patient stated that sometimes he has acid reflux and he is advised on preventive care for acid reflux.
This also showed atherosclerosis of the blood vessels and the patient has recent lipid panel and LDL cholesterol was normal.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, cough, fever, chills, chest pain or shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal scab without any bleeding or tenderness.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

Right knee examination has no tenderness at this time and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
