RESPIRATORY: The patient complains of cough congestion, and wheezing.

GI: No reports of any abdominal pain. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membrane pearly grey. No erythema. Nasal mucosa moist and erythematous. The patient has point tenderness to maxillary sinuses.

CARDIAC: S1 and S2 audible. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs noted.
LUNGS: Few crackles on respiratory wheezes auscultated on bilateral lung fields.
ABDOMEN:  Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.
EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted. 

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions. No abrasions. No erythema.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 1 gram and dexamethasone 10 mg IM both were well tolerated.
The patient will be given prescription for:

1. Albuterol nebulizer 0.083/2.5 mg/mL, to be taking q.6-8h. p.r.n. #one box.
2. Medrol Dosepak to be taking as directed #1 pack.
3. Fexofenadine 180 mg one p.o. daily #30.
The patient to continue on oral antibiotics and other medication regimen and to return to clinic in one-week for followup.
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
