PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Mild postnasal drainage is the only thing noted on exam.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

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4. Mother will call me if she develops fever, chills or any other symptoms.

5. Postnasal drip.

6. URI.

7. Sore throat.
