PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert and awake, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 88.6 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 102.7. Respirations 20. Pulse 120. Blood pressure 114/68.

HEENT: TMs red. Posterior pharynx very red, very inflamed and very pustular. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no meningismus.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Strep test is positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Strep pharygitis.

2. No respiratory distress.

3. No evidence of abscess formation.

4. Amoxil 400 mg/5 cc one teaspoon b.i.d for seven days.

5. Temperature 102. Mother had not given any Motrin.
6. I told mother to give Motrin and Tylenol every 6 to 8 hours to keep the child comfortable.

7. If develops respiratory distress, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting or any other symptoms or not improved in 24 hours, must return or go to the emergency room.
