PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Open heart surgery, history of keloid surgery, history of back injury, back pain, history of sciatica, history of back surgery, history of hypertension, and obesity.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. Two brothers and one sister. The patient got married, divorced. This is the second marriage.
