Mr. Ogg is an 18-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes in 2021. He also has a history of seeing an endocrinologist out of town. He states that his blood sugars have remained really stable. His current hemoglobin A1c is 6.2%. He takes Lantus 25 units in the evening and Humalog 1 unit for every 6 g of carbohydrate with meals. He is to have the FreeStyle Libre view. However, he does not wear this due to the kind of work that he does. He states that he works on roots.
Plan:

1. For his type I diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.2%. We will continue Lantus 25 units once daily and Humalog 1 unit for every 6 g of carbohydrate with his meals.

2. The patient is currently not interested in continuous glucose monitoring. Given the nature of his work, he works on roots and states that he thinks that he will knock off the continuous glucose monitor.
3. I will check a thyroid function panel on him and his current thyroid lab showed a slightly elevated free T4 of 1.69 and I will get confirmatory testing.
4. We also reviewed hypoglycemia. The patient states that he is hypoglycemic aware and knows low to treat low blood sugar should he have one.
Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
