He continues to have tremors despite being treated, but some of the medications had to be discontinued because of side effects. The patient has lost 2.5 pounds since last visit. He is now more confused. He is only oriented to person at times. He has generalized weakness. Overall prognosis remains poor, continues to decline steadily on hospice.
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
