Face-to-face evaluation took place at his residence on 05/31/2024 at 6:20 p.m.
This is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with end-stage COPD. He also suffers from hypertension, chronic kidney disease IIIB, history of heart failure stage III, and atherosclerotic heart disease.

His COPD has caused pulmonary hypertension, right-sided heart failure with lower extremity edema. The patient eats very little, continues to lose weight; he has lost 1½ pounds per caretaker. He has a 24 x 7 caretaker that stays with him. He also suffers from weakness and protein-calorie malnutrition. He is now staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day. He needs his oxygen at all times. His O2 sat is only 92% on oxygen. His KPS score is 40%. He is no longer able to ambulate. He was able to sit in a wheelchair, but when he sits in a wheelchair he stoops over and caretaker has to put him back in bed. He has shortness of breath at rest, with conversation and with activity. He appears confused from time to time with decreased mentation because of hypoperfusion. He also is tachycardic today at a rate of 102, which is consistent with his end-stage COPD, continues to deteriorate as far as his end-stage COPD is concerned. We will continue O2 at all times as well as breathing treatments every four hours or as needed. He remains bedbound, total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Overall prognosis once again is poor.
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
