This is an 82-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia. His end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia has left him confused, oriented to person, with associated weight loss, weakness, KPS score of 40%, ADL dependence, bowel and bladder incontinence. His caretaker Hugh tells me that he is eating less, he is more confused, he is staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day.
He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease, lower extremity edema related to his low protein count. He also suffers from congestive heart failure related to his atrial fibrillation. He requires Xanax and Risperdal to control his behavioral issues related to Alzheimer’s dementia and sundowner’s syndrome. It is the opinion of this examiner that Aricept is no longer helping him and that needs to be discontinued per medical director. He does have issues with pain controlled with tramadol, constipation is an issue as well. His previous other medical issues include hyperlipidemia, hyperthyroidism, and hypertension.
He has lost 2½ pounds. He weighs 137.5 pounds now. His ventral hernia continues to be functional with no incarceration and/or strangulation.
His O2 sat remains low about 90 to 92% because of his mental status and hypoventilation. He has muscle weakness. He is edentulous. He has decreased appetite. Hugh again tells me that he refuses food and he must be fed and must be fed slowly because of aspiration related to his end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia, continues to worsen and continues to decline on hospice.
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
