The patient was seen on 06/01/2024 at 11 a.m. for face-to-face evaluation.
This is a 95-year-old woman currently on hospice, lives with her two sons and her daughter Cheryl sees her on a regular basis. Information mostly obtained from Cheryl because of Ms. Charles’s mental status. She is very confused. She suffers from atrial fibrillation, congestive heart failure, pedal edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, weakness and overall debilitation. The patient was able to use a walker, but no longer able to do, so her two sons have to move her from chair to the bed. She is sleeping now 12 to 16 hours a day. Today, she is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She also suffers from DJD and diabetic neuropathy, which causes her pain.
She has a KPS score of 40%. She continues to worsen as far as her Alzheimer’s dementia is concerned with symptoms of confusion, mild sundowner’s syndrome, which requires medication, weight loss and issues with eating; the patient is refusing to eat most of the time, her appetite is diminished. The family states it is probably because of the summertime, but I explained to them that it is most likely because of her worsening dementia. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this 95-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia.
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
