Decreased appetite, KPS score is 40% and is much less active and staying in bed more 12 to 14 hours a day per caretaker. He also has bouts of confusion and appetite remains diminished, but weight has not changed any except for evidence of muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. He continues to decline regarding his bladder cancer.
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
