This 72-year-old gentleman is seen for face-to-face, currently on hospice with congestive heart failure.

It is about 85 degrees outside. He has four layers of clothing and, by the way the air conditioner is not working, _______ very cold. He is weak. He is fatigued. He looks like he has lost more weight. He has not been weighed recently. He has class IV NYHA heart failure with shortness of breath with activity and rest. The caretaker tells me that he is sitting down most of the time because he is so short of breath, he requires oxygen and his O2 sats holding about 91 to 92%. Sometimes ,he takes off his oxygen because he states that he is uncomfortable. His KPS score is 40%. His appetite is diminished. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, requires help with more ADL than before and overall prognosis continues to be poor and continues to decline as far as his heart failure is concerned.
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
