This is a 67-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with cardiomyopathy, congestive heart failure, endstage coronary artery disease, low ejection fraction. The patient has defibrillator placement and stent placements. He also has a history of stroke. The patient is short of breath. On O2 at 2 L, he is at 91%. He uses nebulizer on regular basis, used to use a walker, but is not able to use a walker at this time because of his shortness of breath, he has muscle weakness, decreased appetite, KPS score of 40%. He also suffers from orthopnea, PND, has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence, wears adult Pull-ups and requires help with ADL. Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Hunter regarding his endstage heart failure and cardiomyopathy.
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
