The patient is seen today 05/27/2024, at 2 p.m. for face-to-face evaluation.

The patient’s care was discussed with Group Home manager. She is currently on hospice with history of CVA. The manager tells me that they serve her child-size portion, but even then she refuses to eat. She continues to lose weight. She has lost 3 pounds just in the past two weeks, Melanie, the manager, tells me. The patient is on oxygen, but most of the time she refuses to wear. Her O2 sat is 90% on room air at this time at rest, but it goes down with activity.
She is currently on hospice with CVA, but also suffers from hypertension, hypoventilation, chronic pain, again weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased weight, right-sided weakness and aspiration.
The patient has to be encouraged to eat and eat slowly because of aspiration. Her speech is babbling at times and not understandable. ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, KPS score is 40%, not able to get in a wheelchair because she stoops over and has to be put back in bed, the manager tells me. She also has had issues with UTI and constipation _______. The patient has severe overall debilitation. She has not required any medication for diabetes because of significant weight loss. The patient continues to decline as far as her CVA is concerned and requires hospice care and around-the-clock care at this time.
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
