This is a 64-year-old gentleman seen for face-to-face evaluation at his residence at 4613 Boicewood today. The patient is currently on hospice with COPD, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, shortness of breath, and O2 dependence. The patient lives with his daughter Marshall who is his primary caregiver. He has shortness of breath at rest and with activity, ADL dependence and bowel and bladder incontinence.
The patient recently had a bout of bronchitis, which required antibiotics treatment. He is tachycardic and has an O2 sat of 92% on 2 L. He requires neb treatments on regular basis. He also suffers from diabetic neuropathy, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, depression, history of rheumatoid arthritis. He has peripheral vascular disease causing left above-the-knee amputation and contractures of his hands. The patient needs his oxygen on a regular basis. He used to refuse his oxygen, but he is now much more amicable to using oxygen because he gets short of breath. He does smoke, but he is smoking less because not able to get outside and his daughter is not able to take him outside because of his severe debilitation. The right-sided heart failure has caused swelling in the lower extremity along with tachycardia. Overall prognosis remains poor, continues to deteriorate on hospice. KPS score is at 40%.
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
