This is a 71-year-old woman who has been moved to 16119 Mission Glen Dr, that is where the face-to-face to place. She is no longer at her previous address in Southline.
She is currently on hospice with end-stage COPD, hypoxemia, and tachycardia. The patient’s MAC is 22.6 per caretaker, has a KPS score of 40%. The patient has increased shortness of breath, anxiety, atrial fibrillation, cirrhosis of the liver and hypertension.
The patient is ADL dependent, wears adult diaper, bowel and bladder incontinent. She has oxygen that she wears mostly at night. O2 sat 92% on room air at this time without her oxygen. The patient suffers from increased shortness of breath with any kind of activity. The caretaker tells me that she is eating less, has decreased appetite. She also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, atrial fibrillation causes her irregular heartbeat and tachycardia. Her other issues include anxiety, depression, sundowner’s syndrome, decreased mentation especially in the evening. Her FAST score is 7C. She continues to decline as far as her COPD is concerned and continues to do poorly given her pulmonary hypertension and other findings today during the face-to-face evaluation.
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
