Face-to-face evaluation took place at the patient’s residence at 13834 Southline Dr.
This is a 62-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure, COPD, Alzheimer’s dementia, hypoventilation, hypoxemia, and sleep apnea. The patient has had a history of stroke in the past, left-sided weakness, she is now bedbound. The patient is now weak on the right side after multiple strokes and TIAs, so no longer able to get out of bed.
The patient is depressed, currently on medication to control her symptoms. The patient blood sugars are controlled with the help of metformin. She has neuropathy and pain related to her diabetes. She continues to eat less, but continues to be obese. She is no longer able to get out of bed. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent since she is totally and completely bedbound. She has KPS score of 40%. O2 saturation is right around 90% on room air today. Blood pressure is stable, but is tachycardic at 107. The patient states that she is short of breath most of the time except when she is asleep. She also has a history of sleep apnea that she uses oxygen for at night. Other comorbidities include dementia, anxiety, debility, weakness, contractures of the upper extremities both on the right and left side secondary to multiple strokes. Overall prognosis is poor, continues to decline.
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
