Ms. Mills is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD, Parkinson’s disease, hypertension, dementia, hallucination, chronic pain, and bipolar disorder. The patient continues to lose weight, has lost 2 pounds since last visit. History of hepatitis C, tobacco abuse, seizure disorder and renal insufficiency.
She appears weaker than previous visits. On exam, she has decreased mentation. She is moving very slow. She is not using any oxygen. She is using her nebulizer now at least 4 to 6 times a day. She is becoming much more forgetful. She is eating very little, has child-like appetite, has a KPS score of 40%, FAST score of 6C. The patient needs help with ADLs and has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient also suffers from sundowner’s syndrome. Other comorbidities include renal insufficiency, hypertension and osteoporosis.
The patient shows slow, but steady decline on hospice with history of COPD, is refusing to use oxygen at this time. Her O2 saturation was 94% on room air with a heart rate of 92.
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
