She continues to lose weight, continues to refuse food, has child-like appetite and no one can make her eat or do anything differently despite medications, she appears very belligerent and at times downright difficult to handle especially for strangers as well for the caretaker. Overall prognosis is poor, continues to be hospice appropriate given above findings especially her weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition, which is now becoming very evident.
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
