She also suffers from DJD, COPD, obesity, sleep apnea, hyperlipidemia, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, volume overload, cor pulmonale, hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, hypothyroidism, and chronic diarrhea. The patient’s O2 saturations are 87% and pulse is 83 today. She continues to have nonhealing decubitus ulcer along the folds of her buttocks on either side. Because of her decreased appetite and her protein-calorie malnutrition, this is deemed to be unavoidable and most likely will not heal. The patient continues to be ADL dependent and wears a diaper, which the staff at the Fountains try to change on regular basis to reduce the chances of worsening of her decubitus ulcerations as was mentioned.
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
