This is an 89-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia.

The patient is losing weight. It is obvious that she has severe muscle wasting about the upper and lower extremity. Her MAC continues to decrease by another 0.5 cm from last visit, which was only six weeks ago. She has decreased appetite, bowel and bladder incontinence. She lives with her granddaughter Natalya who is her primary caregiver.

Her O2 saturation is only 80-85% on room air. She has O2 in place. She eats very little, is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, has severe sundowner’s syndrome. She also suffers from atherosclerotic heart disease, hypertension, ADL dependence, KPS has gone down from 40 to 30% now. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient is showing rather quick decline regarding her Alzheimer’s dementia. She is not oriented to person, place, or time any longer. Other comorbidities include hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease, and angina.
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
