This is a 51-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice, with a history of end-stage heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, systemic lupus erythematosus, osteoarthritis, and overactive bladder. The patient eats very little. He has lost 2.5 pounds since last visit. He has issues with shortness of breath and pain related to DJD. His shortness of breath gets worse with activity. He also suffers from pericarditis which also causes chest pain and increased shortness of breath as well. He has refused oxygen at this time.

The patient’s comorbidities include rheumatoid arthritis, systemic lupus erythematosus, chronic pain, and anxiety – requires Xanax and Norco to control his symptoms, as well as cardiomyopathy causing his congestive heart failure. He uses nitroglycerine to control his anginal symptoms and has issues with depression and anxiety. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is bowel and bladder incontinent from time to time and wears adult diapers. He also requires help with his ADLs.

Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Roberson.
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
