This is a 66-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice, with a history of congestive heart failure. His shortness of breath has worsened both because of his heart failure and his COPD. He also suffers from hypertension, angina, protein-calorie malnutrition, general anxiety disorder, and muscle weakness. Because of his congestive heart failure, low protein and low albumin, he has edema of the lower extremities. He has KPS score of 40%. He is much more confused than before. He was found to be short of breath. He has had bouts of emergency room visits in the past four to six weeks because of exacerbation of COPD as well as decompensation of his congestive heart failure.

He uses inhaler as well as oxygen. He uses albuterol on a regular basis. He is oriented to person only, continues to be confused, eats very little and as the staff puts it “has a child-like appetite” and they have not been able to coerce him into eating more with or without any help of medication.
