The patient presents with fever for the past two days with pruritic painful lesions noted on hands and lower extremities by mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Without complaint.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation right anterior lateral dorsal tongue without ulceration or erythroplakia. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted slightly raised lesions measuring 8 to 10 mm on both palms, multiple lesions and scattered smaller lesions on lower extremities with papular appearance.
The patient had flu and COVID testing and strep testing performed with positive type B flu.

IMPRESSION: Type B flu by testing, apparent hand-foot-and-mouth, herpangina infection also suspected.

PLAN: Given prescription for Tamiflu with precautions and to follow up with pediatrician in the next few days for further evaluation.
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
