Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Bogan comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision on the right side. He states that he had a gunshot wound to the right eye in October 2020 and had to undergo on enucleation. As well, he states that they are monitoring the left eye for glaucoma. He does not use eye drops. He takes systemic pills for headaches, anxiety, and nutrition. He states that he has graduated from high school, but has not pursued higher education nor employment. He states that he works as a “stay-at-home dad”.
On examination, there is a clear scleral shell on the right side that shows a view to the closed conjunctiva in the anophthalmic orbit. On the left side, the examination is unremarkable. The visual acuity on the right side is no light perception, with and without correction. On the left side, the visual acuity measures 20/20, this is at distance and near, without correction. The pupil on the left side is round and reactive. The muscle movements on the left side are full. Applanation pressure on the left side is 18. The slit lamp examination, as described, shows a healthy anophthalmic orbit. On the left side, the media are clear. The cornea is clear and the chambers are quiet. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on the right and 120 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Anophthalmous.
2. Emmetropia, left side.
Mr. Bogan has clinical findings that are consistent with the gunshot wound history and loss of the right eye. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to function as a monocular individual, as such, he should observe monocular precautions. Based upon today’s findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis for the left eye is good.
