HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother presents with child complaining of sores on hand, foot and mouth and daycare was concerned for a virus going around in daycare and wanted to have the child evaluated. No fevers. No itching. No pain. No other symptoms at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives at home with mother. This is a child from her sister that she has taken on from the last year. She has three other children that also live in a house. No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress noted. Alert and oriented x3.

HEENT: Noted hemangiomas on the lips and around the face. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear. No adventitious breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion and nontender.

SKIN: Does note small varying degrees of angiomas within the hands, foot and around the oral cavity.

ASSESSMENT: Hand-foot-and-mouth diagnosis as a common virus.
PLAN: Instructed mother to be mindful of oral fecal matter transmission as children get older, make sure they wash her hands and advised her just to monitor symptoms and to follow up as needed.
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
