This is a 41-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage parkinsonism, hypertension, generalized anxiety, abnormal weight loss, insomnia, gait disturbance and bipolar disorder.
The patient has a KPS score of 40%. The caretaker Lydia tells me that the patient is losing more weight, he is not eating very much. He has of course been bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependent.

He is also having issues with memory, confusion, as well as anxiety.

His sundowner is much worse than it was before and requires medication around the clock to help him rest and keep him comfortable. He also requires change in position to keep pressure off the bony protuberances and to keep him as comfortable as possible. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Adams, continues to deteriorate with endstage parkinsonism, severe weakness, aspiration, and significant weight loss with protein-calorie malnutrition as was depicted above.
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
