A 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD, hypertension, heart failure, combined systolic and diastolic dysfunction, chronic kidney disease IIIA and atherosclerotic heart disease.
This is a very confused 79-year-old gentleman who caretaker tells me that he is spending at least 12 to 16 hours in bed sleeping and staying awake watching with the TV on. I am not sure how much he understands because he is getting very confused. He is losing weight. He is eating very little. He has to be encouraged to eat. His appetite has been diminished. He is short of breath all the time. He suffers from muscle wasting. He is on oxygen. With oxygen, his O2 sat is around 90%. His heart rate is 110. Sometimes, he takes his oxygen off because of his confusion and his dementia. His KPS remains at 40%. History of tobacco abuse extensively causing his shortness of breath of his endstage COPD along with CHF.
He also gets short of breath with talking to the caretaker and the staff and at times refusing his medication.
He has decreased mentation mostly because of hypoperfusion and overall prognosis remains poor, he has right-sided heart failure, cor pulmonale with JVD as well as tachycardia consistent with advanced endstage COPD and O2 dependency.
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
