FAMILY HISTORY: Brother with pancreatic cancer. Mother and father in their 80s live in Philippines, they are healthy.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 115 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 132/82.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Ultrasound reveals a mass right side of the neck. I do not see any stones in the parotid. The location is consistent with parotiditis.

2. A 2.2 x 1.9 cm mass noted.

3. Lymphadenopathy.
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4. Nausea.

5. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

6. Medrol Dosepak.

7. Suck on a lemon wedge at least three or four times a day.

8. Rocephin 1 g now.

9. Decadron 8 mg now.

10. Come back in a week. If not any better, we will proceed with CBC and a CT of the neck at that time.
