He is very sad and hopeless. He feels that this is something bad. The patient is upset. He is writing a letter to congressman about gun control. The patient feels upset and irritated. He feels his blood sugar is off. Reality discussed. Encouraged to take medication. With a lot of reassurance, the patient could calm down. See him in a month.
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
