Dear Doctors:

Thank you for referring Ms. Lisbel Hernandez for recurrent yeast infections which have been ongoing for at least two years intermittently with some response to antifungal therapy, but eventual recurrence or relapse. The patient has no history of any immune deficiency; otherwise healthy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for polycystic ovary disease, left ovary removal, chronic heavy menstrual cycles.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies to medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for cancer and hypertension.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive for recurrent yeast infections.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished and well-developed adult female.
VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98. Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 76.
HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
GYN EXAM: Deferred to Dr. Musha.

Laboratory evaluation was completed and appears to be satisfactory. However, we will repeat hemoglobin A1c on metformin. The patient has been prescribed probiotic as well as Diflucan which may need to be continued for at least two to three months on an intermittent schedule one tablet weekly after a 14-day induction during which time liver enzymes will be monitored. The patient will be followed. Results will be forwarded to your attention.
