CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of dog bite.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was living in building complex, he walked outside and a neighbor’s dog bit him on his left leg this happened two days ago. The patient washed it and cleaned with soap and water and there is no pain at this time. The patient is able to ambulate. The patient did not have the tetanus injection for last 10 years.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on Trulicity 3 mg subcutaneous injection once a week.

The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

Other diabetic medications are glimepiride 4 mg one tablet twice a day, insulin glargine 50 units once a day along with low-fat diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single, lives alone and he cut down his smoking two to three cigarettes a day. No history of drug abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and left leg has a dog bite and there is no active bleeding. There is a scab present on the wound. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
