HPI: A 92-year-old gentleman with a history of hypertension and HLD, seen today, says that he saw his cardiologist Dr. Terrie Gibson, who made a slight increase to his Coreg from 3.125 mg to 3.125 mg b.i.d. Otherwise, he feels good, no falls, no other physical complaints, comes out for meals, sleeps well. He takes Ativan for insomnia as he has for many years and it continues to be effective. His weight here today was 185 pounds and he states that his weight in Dr. Gibson’s was 175 pounds; complains that here weights are not routinely checked.
DIAGNOSES: Nocturia, HLD, B-cell CLL stable not in remission and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 3.125 mg b.i.d., lorazepam 1 mg h.s., MVI q.d., PreserVision q.d. and Flomax q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert. He was his kind of feisty opinionated self, but he just seems much more relaxed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/78, pulse 70, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, weight 181 pounds.

HEENT: Full hair thickness, has cochlear implant whatever wiring placed on posterior scalp. Sclerae clear. Glasses in place. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Native dentition in good repair.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. At times, when he is fatigued or going distance, he will use his walker.
SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech, voices his needs, corrects his wife freely and more animated.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: HTN. Continue with the above increase in Coreg and I am checking blood pressure b.i.d. for two weeks to see how he is doing.
