EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Right ear, there is a perforation of the right tympanic membrane and mild crusted blood in the external ear canal. No current bleeding and no obstruction due to serum or blood. Nose: No rhinorrhea. Throat: Clear. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
