Mrs. Yentzer is a 63-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her thyroid function. She also has a history of osteopenia and hyperlipidemia. The patient was noted to have a slightly suppressed TSH of 0.37 in the setting of a normal free T4 of 1.1. Her primary care referred her here to evaluate her thyroid function studies further. She denies any changes in her hair, skin or nails. She denies any significant changes in her weight. She denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She denies any family history of a thyroid disorder. The patient states that she will be going to cardiologist to have an evaluation for general cardiology.
Plan:

1. For evaluation of her thyroid function study, the patient was noted to have a TSH that was slightly suppressed at 0.37 and a free T4 that was normal at 1.1. At this point, my recommendation is to check _______ studies and check a TSI level and TSH receptor antibody level. I will also check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level. I will be checking for both Graves’ disease and Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

2. For her osteopenia, continue followup with primary care provider.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel, follow up with primary care.

4. The patient states that she has an appointment with the cardiologist for a general cardiac evaluation.

5. Follow up with primary care provider.
