Mrs. Raposo is a 78-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding followup for her history of thyroid cancer status post total thyroidectomy in 2022. The patient is currently on levothyroxine 112 mcg daily. She has a history of hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, hypertension, GERD and kidney stone. She also has history of prediabetes. The patient denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She reports some thinning hair. She reports occasional palpitations. She reports fatigue. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any shortness of breath or chest pain.
Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism consistent with a total thyroidectomy, she is currently on levothyroxine 112 mcg daily and I will continue this dose and check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

2. The patient has a history of papillary thyroid carcinoma and she had a total thyroidectomy in 2022.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

5. Follow up with primary care provider.

6. I will order a neck soft tissue ultrasound to check the thyroid bed and assess for any remaining thyroid tissue.
