Ms. Wedeman is a 78-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in August 2023. At that time, her thyroid ultrasound indicating a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.78 x 1.0 x 1.87 cm. She denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She reports dry skin and fatigue. She reports some thinning hair. She states that she had a hysterectomy. She also has a past medical history of osteoporosis and cataracts.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, her thyroid ultrasound dated 08/02/2023 indicated a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.78 x 1.0 x 1.87 cm. I will order an FNA biopsy of this nodule; one day prior to the biopsy, she will get a PT/INR level, PTT level and platelet level.

2. For evaluation of her thyroid function, I will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune destruction of her thyroid gland.

3. For her osteoporosis, continue followup with primary care provider.
